Minutes

1. Call to order

The President, Mr Kurt Meyer opened the meeting and welcomed the members in Switzerland.

2. Approval of the Agenda

The Agenda was approved.

3. Approval of the minutes of the meeting held in Stockholm on 27/09/2002

The President reviewed the draft minutes and summary of decisions, which were approved unanimously.

4. Report of the Executive Board on the year 2002-2003

The Chairman of the Board, Mr Allan Collins, reviewed the report of the Executive Board which was attached to the Agenda of this meeting. He reported on the new structure of the 

Market Committees – The AGM agreed on this new structure.

5. Articles of Association : Modifications – entry of IPO's and Technical Centres

The Chairman of the Board reported on the changes brought to the Articles of Constitution so that the IPO's and Technical Centres can be included with a minimum subscription fee.

The objective of this manoeuvre is to increase ECCS' influence and subscription base. We are the key organisation in the field of steel construction but we are weak in terms of funding and attendance to our meetings. Including the IPOs and Technical Centres in our membership would enhance our ability to deliver some tangible projects. Everyone that has to do with our industry has to be represented at ECCS :

Technical Institutes : 
-NAMs are asked to send a list of names and address of contact persons in national  Technical Institutes

IPOs : 
- not every member has an IPO in his country. The General Secretariat has set up a list of potential contacts.

Suggestion for membership fees :    The fee for Technical Institutes and Academic Organisations would be progressive on three years, starting with 5000 euro on the first year, 8000 euro the second year, and 10,000 euro to the end. The IPOs subscriptions have to be discussed with ESSPG.

Proposals for Modifications (2003 Annual General Meeting brochure circulated during the meeting):

Page 33/57, Proposal 2.1 : Supporting Members : Please read : Organisations who are suppliers of materials to the industry

The proposal 2.2 is withdrawn and postponed to next year.

6. Future programme of the Technical Committees

Under the chairmanship of Mr. R. Barrett, the TMB met in Brussels, on 24 October 2002 and 14 January 2003, in London, and on 15 May 2003, in Brussels.  The aims were the calibration of the priorities of some Technical Committees as regards the Steel, Fire, and NDP.

Other subjects such as the combination of load factors and the benchmarking of the national codes were reviewed.

A meeting of with the TCs Chairmen was held in order to co-ordinate their actions.

Several Technical Committees and Technical Working Groups held active meetings over the period to prepare the background and achieve the outputs of ECCS documents and positions : the list was published in the 2003 Annual General Meeting brochure.

Conclusion : 
- improve the co-ordination  between the TCs (London January 2003)

· NDP project : very important to contact R.Pope who co-ordinates the project

· S.T.E.E.L. project with SCI

· Fire in Single Storey Building project is dead !

7. Financial Items 

Approval of the balance sheet and the annual accounts (report Ernst & Young)

Since the full report had already been discussed at the Executive Board Meeting of 16 May 2003 in Brussels, only the important pages were presented to this meeting : difference between budgeted and actual outcome, where a surplus of 3618  euro was recorded against a budgeted surplus of 2827 euro, as approved by the 2002 General Meeting.

2004 BUDGET 

The deficit foreseen in 2003 is equivalent to the membership fees 2002 of Croatia, still unpaid. The deficit would be 4535 euro.

Case studies : According  to the last Joint Commission meeting, the Architecture Acier Steel Stahl brochure should be self supporting in 2004. Nevertheless the General Secretary has foreseen a budget of 8000 euro instead of 15000 euro, hoping a minimum budget will be available.

The proposal for membership fees in 2004 took into consideration the fact that Croatia would be written off the ECCS membership. According to Mr Hemerich, the problem will be solved by the end of this year.

The result for 2004 would be a small surplus of 4879 euro. The ESSPG members will be contacted in order to increase their participation.

8. Report on the joint action with ESSPG

The Chairman of the Board, Allan Collins reported on the projects in common with ESSPG in the frame of the Joint Commission's programme :

NDP:  we were successful to get 10,000 euro,  paid in May 2003. He reminded that Roger Pope is still fighting to get attendees for the NDP meeting. The NAMs (National Association Members) were once again requested to send names of contact persons to follow that very important meeting.

Fire project : 42,000 euro paid in July for the fulfilment of phase I. Phase II has not started because of a veto from Germany – lack of funding and interest. 

Award 2005 : 46,500 euro is a provision received from Eurofer and injected in the organisation of the 2005 Annual Meetings in France.

The Chairman of the Board, Allan Collins, reported on the incomes of ECCS and the enlargement of our membership towards the IPOs and the Technical Institutes. What is more, he explained how difficult had been the discussions with the steelmakers these years. The format of ESSPG do not allow them to have a common policy : Corus and Arcelor seem quite supportive of every ECCS projects but the financial situation in Germany vetoes any decision.

He suggested to take the initiative to request an annual subscription of 100,000 euro, which represents a mere Eu0.005 per tonne,  making the ECCS the widest possible consultative organisation for the development of our steel market in Europe.

The members of the Board agreed on the following changes to the ECCS Constitution:

Associate members:

will include Technical and Academic Institutions and also organisations which have any technical relationship with our industry. The category also includes the IPOs, which will give a better contact and ability to deliver technical and promotional actions at a national level. 

The "technical" associates:
-one seat on the Technical Management Board

-liberty to appoint members, full or corresponding, to our TCs. 

The IPOs 


-one seat on the Promotional Management Board 

-able to appoint members to our new Market Committees. 

The significance of this is that the Associates will no longer need the approval of the ECCS National Members to make these appointments. Membership of the IPOs opens the way for the steelmakers subscriptions to be linked to the IPOs.

The attraction for the research institutions in this proposal is that they now can have early, detailed and ongoing dialogue with regard to ECCS programmes and proposals. The ECCS will be the industry consultative partner for submissions for funding by the Institutions to the EU and National Government bodies for projects that have been discussed and agreed by our management boards.

This being done, we are in a stronger position to request money for our services.
